Information on Asbestos

The Environmental Protection
Agency required schools to look
for asbestos building materials
during 1988. Seaman USD 345
conducted such an inspection and
completed an Asbestos Manage-
ment Plan.

Although most schools in our
district have asbestos building
materials, it does not pose a
health problem at this time. The
district has taken the necessary
steps and precautions to ensure
safety. The management plan for
each building contains detailed
information regarding inspections,
re-inspections, results of inspec-
tions, location(s) of asbestos
building materials, and other
management  procedures that
ensure the maintenance of any
asbestos in a harmless state.

More detail is available in both the
school offices and the district
central office. The public may
view the asbestos plan documents
and/or visit with Paul Crawford, the
Seaman USD 345 Designated
Asbestos Person or Robert
Balsters, Deputy Superintendent.

Eleven Points of Crosswalk Safety

Parents:

1.

The posted speed limit is 20 mph when the school zone is in
operation, but care and safety should be practiced at all times
when near a school.

Passing is prohibited in the school zone.

Backing up is a very hazardous maneuver at any time, but
especially in a school zone. Use extreme care when backing
out of a parking space when in the school parking lot.

Do not discharge students in the traffic lanes. Pull to the curb
and let all children out on the curb side of the vehicle, not on the
traffic side. Do not allow children to walk between parked cars
or buses in the parking lot.

Avoid making @Oturns. Often @WOturns require backing up
which is dangerous. Perhaps seeking an alternate route, which
would allow you to arrive on the school side of the street could
be found. If this proves inconvenient, please discharge students
near the designated crosswalk.

For your safety, please SET GOOD EXAMPLES. Cross
yourself and your children in designated cross walks. Park in
appropriate areas marked for cars.

Students:

1.

Use the sidewalks coming to school and when returning home.
Walk on the side of the road facing traffic if there are no
sidewalks to use.

When riding bicycles, stay on the side of road riding WITH
traffic.

Cross streets only at intersections, preferably those marked
with crosswalks. Look both ways and make sure traffic has
stopped before stepping into the crosswalk area.

If you must cross the street when leaving a vehicle, or after
school you must cross to get to your ride, cross only at the
cross walk.

Walk while in crosswalks. Do not run or ride bicycles in the
crosswalk.
